Takeaway 
1. Today we learned how the Christian Worldview stands apart from other worldviews.  Essentially, Christianity says what we want is not the point. Those wants merely point to what we need.  What do you think this means? 
2. How can one determine what a person hopes in? 

3. Have you ever looked to a person, possession or experience to satisfy you? What happened and how did it turn out? 
4. C.S. Lewis says that the things we love and think will satisfy us are only “the scent of a flower we have not found, the echo of a tune we have not heard, the news from a country we have never yet visited.” What do you think this means?

5. Scripture presents two ways to live. One way is to be “longing for a better country…a heavenly one” (Heb. 11:16) and the other is to be “longing” for the things of this world (1 Tim. 6:10).  Which way of life are you most occupied with? Explain. 
6. Is there anyone in your life who, unknowingly is “longing for the food of our Father’s house (Lk. 15:17)? What are you going to do this week to bring them hope?
